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Storage

In filled condition the extinguisher must be stored in an upright 
position. The environment should be dry , cool and dust - free. 
Avoid direct sunlight; in the long run, ultraviolet light harms 
plastic, rubber and textiles. If filled with regular extinguishing 
agent, do not expose the device to temperatures near freezing 
point or below. Frozen extinguishing media causes irreparable 
damage! Use frost proof additives for cold conditions.

Extinguishing agent

As a specialized extinguisher 
against burning magnesium and 
other metals, the "HiPRESS Cold 
Metal" must be filled solely with 
"HNE-Cold Metal " in undiluted 
concentration. For proper effect, 
this special extinguishing media 
necessarily requires HNE -high 
pressure technology and is 
supplied by HNE to registered 
customers only.

Regular range of temperature:           -20 to +60 ° C

Do not store the filled extinguisher in horizontal position.

DANGER:
Use "HNE Cold Metal" in undiluted concentration only! 
Any addition of other fluids, especially water will result 
in explosive reactions upon contact with burning metal.

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Before you start:

Avoid spilling of extinguishing agent. Flush affected 
surfaces and components with water .

Empty the container completely before filling. 
Dispose of chemicals with ecological responsibility.

Do not use any leftover extinguishing again.

Never overfill the container.

The threads of container and lid have to be free of dirt 
and debris. Clean if necessary and lubricate with silicon 
grease.

Always wear goggles, gloves and apron when dealing 
with extinguishing agent. The chemicals can cause skin 
irritation or allergies. 

After contact with eyes or mouth, immediately flush out 
with plenty of clean water . 

Also observe the safety instructions in the data sheet of 
the extinguishing agent manufacturer.

Extinguishing agents are polluting and hazardous to 
health. They must not seep into soil or sewer system. 
Use a suitable container to dispose of it in an 
environmentally friendly way. 

The extinguisher achieves optimal performance only when 
accurately filled. Prepare things thoroughly and perform all steps 
with necessary care. We recommend a clean and steady work 
area with water supply.

Filling

We recommend to mark the extinguisher after filling as 
ready for use. For example, a paper seal can state the 
date and type of extinguishing agent.

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OPEN

Relieve the system always completely from residual 
pressure before opening the container lid . Even after 
complete discharge of the extinguisher, new pressure 
can occur due rising temperature.

Venting the system:

2. Turn the upper knob into open 
position (  ) for venting.

1. Make sure that the valve of the 
compressed air cylinder is closed.

3. Press and hold the trigger of the jet 
gun until no more hissing is heard.

4. Place the device on a level surface 
and remove the pressure bottle (see 
next page). Then unscrew the lid.

Closing the lid:

A thin layer of silicon grease on thread and 
sealing surface increases lifetime and 
facilitates opening. Screw the lid tightly and 
turn the vent valve into closed position (  ).

Tightening by hand is sufficient. Do not use tools.

The container requires a total filling of exactly 50.0 liters of 
"HNE-Cold Metal". The specialized extinguishing media comes 
ready for use. Never dilute or mix it with any other fluids.

Replacing the pressure bottle

Do not use tools to tighten the hand screw at the air 
cylinder connection.

Partially emptied air cylinders must be recharged or 
replaced before the next use of the extinguisher .

The threads of air cylinder and regulator must be free of 
dirt and debris. Clean if necessary, but do not lubricate.

Check the condition of the O -ring at the pressure 
regulator. Replace it in case of cracks or loss.

Do not open the cylinder valve before the next use .

Never overfill an air cylinder. Maximum pressure: 300 bar.
Use approved pressure bottles of same size only. 

If the air cylinder is opened by mistake, close it again and 
discharge the pressure by opening the vent valve of the 
lid. The remaining capacity of the air cylinder is still 
sufficient . Refill or replace the bottle in case of recurrence.

If necessary, clean the threads of pressure tank and air cylinder 
connection with compressed air or a small brush. Do not 
lubricate . Check the condition of the O -ring before screwing the 
regulator to the compressed air cylinder .

Pressurized vessels represent significant hazard for user and 
vicinity in case of negligence or mishandling. Always treat filled 
air cylinders and charged extinguishers with due diligence.

To avoid accidental opening and to indicate readiness, 
we recommend marking the hand wheels of filled 
cylinders with paper seal.

Replacing the pressure bottle

A compressed air cylinder with 6.8 Liters volume serves as 
propellant. It needs to be filled with a suitable compressor; 
the maximum pressure of 300 bar must not be exceeded.

Remove the empty cylinder.
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
